Most ILC courses are composed of two or three courses, which must be taken together. Students must enroll in both (or all 3) courses.  After the regular registration period ends, a student may enroll in one of the courses only with the approval of the faculty member teaching the course.

All students who complete an approved Study Abroad program for at least one semester and who complete the Wagner Re-Entry Program are deemed to have fulfilled their Intermediate Learning Community requirements.

ILC 1 – LANGUAGE AND CULTURE: SPANISH INFLUENCE IN THE CARIBBEAN
Cultures of the Caribbean is an introductory-level cultural anthropology course in which students will learn about the diverse societies of the Caribbean region through history, music, literature, film, ethnography, and current events research.  The course will cover English, French, and Spanish-speaking countries, but emphasis will be placed 
on the Hispanic Caribbean and its Diaspora, including the experiences of Puerto Ricans and Dominicans in New York City.  Spanish 111 is an intermediate language class for students that have had two or three years of Spanish.  Students will be immersed in the language and the cultures of Spanish-speaking Caribbean countries: Puerto Rico, Cuba, and the Dominican Republic.  Newspaper articles, short stories and films will be basic components of this class.  The two classes will meet separately, but will share Spanish-language materials, some of which will form the basis for written assignments in English, including a final research project, for Cultures of the Caribbean.

ILC 5 – INCLUSIVE METHODS AND CURRICULUM FOR MIDDLE CHILDHOOD

This learning community integrates the various components of a middle childhood school classroom such as teaching practice, literacy development, curriculum, classroom management, instructional strategies, and the assessment with the techniques of designing Database Management Systems and interfacing them using Programming language, JAVA, for easy but controlled access from the World Wide Web.  In taking both of these courses simultaneously, students will learn to build a Database Management System interfaced to the WWW as part of their middle childhood school interdisciplinary thematic unit.  During the latter part of the semester students will work in a middle childhood level classroom setting during their practicum or field experience.  They will have the opportunity to test out their DBMS with students and evaluate the application and successful use of the DBMS they have created.
