Most ILC courses are composed of two courses, which must be taken together. Students must enroll in both courses.  After the regular registration period ends, a student may enroll in one of the courses only with the approval of the faculty member teaching the course or if enrollments are under 15 students.

All students who complete an approved Study Abroad program for at least one semester consisting of at least two courses are deemed to have fulfilled their Intermediate Learning Community requirements.

Please note that ILCs change from semester to semester, so a given ILC might not be offered again.  Also note that more ILCs are offered during the spring semester than during the fall semester.  Please plan your schedule accordingly.

ILC Mission:

The mission of the Intermediate Learning Community (ILC) is to provide a common cohort of students with a heightened interdisciplinary learning experience including intellectual engagement and the development of enhanced communication skills.

ILC Goals:

The goals are to expose students to, and involve them in, an interdisciplinary experience of “learning by doing” through the following means:

1. sophisticated writing

2. challenging research 

3. an interdisciplinary project that concludes with a written or oral presentation.

ILC 1 – Voice and Movement for the Performer
This ILC will investigate the connection between voice and movement for the performer.  The movement class will explore the body as an expressive instrument for the actor who is developing the understanding of human nature and transformation. The voice class will explore the voice as a physical extension of the body and as an instrument for performance.  Of particular interest in this ILC is the integration voice and movement for the performing artist.  This ILC is restricted to Theatre Performance majors.

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ILC 5 – Inclusive Methods and Curriculum for Middle Childhood

This learning community integrates the various components of a middle childhood school classroom such as teaching practice, literacy development, curriculum, classroom management, instructional strategies, and the assessment with the techniques of designing Database Management Systems and interfacing them using Programming language, JAVA, for easy but controlled access from the World Wide Web.  In taking both of these courses simultaneously, students will learn to build a Database Management System interfaced to the WWW as part of their middle childhood school interdisciplinary thematic unit.  During the latter part of the semester students will work in a middle childhood level classroom setting during their practicum or field experience.  They will have the opportunity to test out their DBMS with students and evaluate the application and successful use of the DBMS they have created.

ILC 9 - Girls Will Be Girls: The Psychology of Prejudice and Sociology of Gender 
In a two course Intermediate Learning Community, we will explore sociological and psychological theory and research as they relate to American diversity. In Psychology of Prejudice, we will examine explanations offered for prejudice, stereotyping, and discrimination by focusing on empirical research. In Growing Up Female, we will explore what it means to grow up female in the United States. We will consider differences and similarities in the experiences of girls across lines of class, race and sexual orientation. We will examine how gender defines girls’ experiences and how some girls resist these definitions.  A joint research project will challenge students to explore a topic related to girls’ or women’s lives from the perspectives of psychology and sociology.

ILC 12  – Table to Laboratory: Exploring Food Choice Past and Present
The course will be organized around three principal themes: sweetness, hunger, and food as medicine. Why were people so driven to obtain sugar and to use it to satisfy such a high percentage of their caloric needs? Psychological research reveals much about this. Furthermore, we now see sugar regarded almost as a toxin! Why? Was the fasting of a medieval saint the psychological equivalent of “anorexia nervosa,” a disease first described by late Victorian doctors? And how does medieval fasting and Victorian anorexia compare to our contemporary understanding of eating disorders? Increasingly among the middle and upper classes, food is seen in the United States often as a source of vital nutrients rather than a source of pleasure or social exchange. We will explore why there’s so much anxiety about eating.

ILC 13-Cities and Perversities:  Art and Literature in Turn-of-the-Century Paris, Vienna, Berlin, and Barcelona (I) (Honors ILC)
This team-taught ILC focuses on the art and literature in the fin-de-siècle in four major European centers: Paris, Vienna, Berlin and Barcelona.  The works of the period are studied in relation to issues of national identity, as a response to the shock of metropolitan life, sexuality, the impact of psychoanalysis, escapism and withdrawal to the interior.  We will undertake a detailed reading of some of the major literary works of the period by authors such as Marcel Proust, Colette, Thomas Mann, Rainer Maria Rilke and Arthur Rimbaud. Artistic movements studied include Symbolism, Expressionism, Art Nouveau and Jugendstil.  The course attempts to understand the shared visual and literary language of turn-of-the-century Europe, while illuminating the special contributions of each city.  The course includes museum visits, films, special lectures and shared readings and assignments. 

NOTE: Students must elect to register for the course in Art, English, or French.  Choose carefully, as this course will only count toward the discipline for which you enroll.  Completion of this single course satisfies the ILC requirement.
