AR291 –ART AND GEOMETRY
A course designed especially for those who feel they cannot draw realistically. Students will create compositions by the arrangement of geometric shapes. A variety of both black and white and color media will be explored.

BU291 ILC -Marketing and Management Creativity in Business
This course will explore the use of “creativity” as a way to improve productivity and quality in Marketing and Management. After a basic introduction to the concepts of creativity, students will be asked to apply their creativity to various cases, exercises and articles about the subject.

DA291- Yoga
Yoga means “union”, traditionally understood to mean union between the Jivatman and Paramatman: one's individual consciousness and the universal consciousness.  Therefore, Yoga refers, in part, to methods that help one reach that goal: a state of union with the divine.  Western interpretations, based on experience with the physical asanas, or postures, have placed Yoga in the area of fitness, as in physical
exercises to get in shape, relieve stress, or relax in order to “do more”.  These physical outcomes will be met through the learning and practicing of traditional Hatha Yoga asanas.  Moreover, this course
will focus on the process of uniting our minds, bodies, and breath while also allowing for the results of improved fitness, greater relaxation, and expanded consciousness.


EC 291   Economic Geography
Economic geography is an interdisciplinary study using geography, economics and business as well as other social and natural sciences to explore the locational, organizational and behavioral principles and processes of economic activities across the earth. The class will take a regional approach and look at issues such as spatial organization of resources, international business as well as poverty, hunger and civil unrest.


EC 291    Health Economics 

This course provides an overview of the health care sector and how to apply the principles of economics to analyze this sector. We will address how the health market works, with an emphasis on the peculiarities of the health care market, the causes of market failures and the need for intervention.  We learn the analytical tools to evaluate the U.S. health care system and current health policy issues on such criteria as efficiency and equity. You will learn about the demand and supply of health services, the structure of health insurance and its impact on social welfare, as well as the rationale for, and the effects of, government intervention.


GOV291- Human Rights and Human Wrongs
This course examines the concept and practice of human rights as historical challenges to repression.  It focuses on the negation of human rights, as represented by crimes against humanity, torture, political repression, war crimes and genocide.    The course material also examines how individuals and groups have fought to secure human rights, often in the face of violent repression.  In doing so, the course addresses such topics as refugees, women's rights, children's rights, prisoners' rights, and the various ways human rights are violated within the United States and around the world.


HI291 United States Intervention Abroad: The Making of an Empire.

    A study of United States military and covert interventions in other nations from Hawaii in 1893 to Iraq in 2003.  Selective case studies will examine the sources and consequences of interventionism.  We will address such questions as: How have capitalism, class, race, nationalism, and ideology contributed to interventionist policy? How have politicians and public opinion makers justified interventions, and why have the American people generally supported them?  To what degree has interventionism been driven by national security concerns or of by expansionist aggrandizement?  To what degree has it promoted or undermined democracy? What effect has interventionist policy had on America's power and prestige in the world?

HI 291 The Civil Rights Movement 
The fight for racial equality by African Americans was one of the most significant social movements in the United States during the 20th Century.  This course examines and analyzes the structure and dynamics of the Civil Rights Movement from historical, social, political and cultural viewpoints.  We will pay close attention to the roles of organizations, leadership, recruitment, commitment, values, ideology, political culture, gender, and counter-movements.

H1 291 Crossing the Seven Seas: A Cultural History of South Asian Diaspora 
This course attempts to recapture the patterns of migration of South Asian communities across the seas as indentured laborers, educated professionals and successful entrepreneurs. With the backdrop of European colonialism/imperialism the course uses fictional and autobiographical narratives, poetry, drama, and films by the South Asian diaspora in Europe, the Caribbean, and North America. Specifically the course outlines the historical, political, and cultural factors that initiated and shaped the patterns of migration from the subcontinent with the beginning of British colonialism. It investigates the remaking and re-inventing of the South Asian diasporic identity in the context of decolonization especially with the changes in immigration laws, transnational initiatives and the economics of globalization. It also focuses on the relationship of territory to creative imagination and the formation of complex identities problematized by the nostalgic tension between the home and the world. The course engages with the categories of religion, caste and gender and their implications in the everyday life of the diaspora.


HI 291- The Exercise of Leadership: The Politics of Change
Students will examine the exercise of leadership, in theory and practice, through case studies of community mobilization in the U.S. and the world in the 20th century.  The struggles of notable politicians, business leaders and civic activists in the face of conflict suggests how to act effectively when confronted with complex and ethically challenging situations.  Case studies will include youth in the American civil rights movement, Nelson Mendela and others.  We will look at how to empower ourselves and others in the community.  One component of this course is a leadership project involving the Liberian refugee families of Clifton, Staten Island, just next to campus.  Students will choose from three projects: (A) Environmental justice and community gardening; (B) oral history of community leaders and immigrants; and (C) direct involvement with children, primarily through tutoring.  

PS 291 -- Section 1: Child/Adolescent Psychopathology
This course discusses theoretical approaches to psychological disorders of childhood and adolescence based upon the Diagnostic and Statistical Manual of Psychological Disorders (DSM).   Diagnostic, etiological and treatment issues are evaluated including the role of biological, psychological, environmental and socio-cultural factors.  Prerequisite: PS 101.

PS/HI 291 ILC: Table to Laboratory: Exploring Food Choice Past and Present 
The course will be organized around three principal themes: sweetness, hunger, and food as medicine.  Why were people so driven to obtain sugar and to use it to satisfy such a high percentage of their caloric needs?  Psychological research reveals much about this.  Furthermore, we now see sugar regarded almost as a toxin!  Why? Was the fasting of a medieval saint the psychological equivalent of “anorexia nervosa”, a disease first described by late Victorian doctors?  And how does medieval fasting and Victorian anorexia compare to our contemporary understanding of eating disorders? Increasingly among the middle and upper classes, food is seen in the United States often as a source of vital nutrients rather than as a source of pleasure or social exchange. We will explore why there’s so much anxiety about eating. 




SO291-ILC-Popular Music and Social Change

Course description: An exploration of the relationship between the music popular in a particular era in American cultural history and the changes occurring in our society during that time.  We will discuss music as a component of culture, changes occurring in the political and cultural spheres, and how music reflects or may even affect events. The class will pay particular attention the 1960s as a case study in both significant social change and a time where popular music reach dramatic new levels of popularity and influence.


SW 291 – Special Topics – Drugs and Alcohol Abuse
In this introductory course we will use a combination of primary sources and text books to understand the basic concepts of substance use, abuse and addiction.  This course will also explore the pros and cons of recovery methods such as harm reduction and abstinence.  Additionally the curriculum will examine the impact of alcohol and drug abuse on the health care system, the family system, and the legal system in the United States.  There will be a field component to this class.


SW 291 – Social Welfare Policy
This course will explore the foundations of the contemporary social welfare thought in its historical societal contexts.  Examining social treatment and social control as aspects of social welfare policy, this course will discuss the relationship of economy, polity, religion and social welfare.  This will also include a review of the current and proposed social welfare legislation in the background of the stages of social policy and planning.


TH291-01 - EXPLORING EDUCATIONAL THEATRE
This course will ask students to delve into three major components of the burgeoning field of educational theatre.  First, we will explore creative dramatics--techniques to engage young students through
embodied and in-role activities.  Second, we will consider dramatic texts for young audiences and for young actors.  Finally, we will examine the role of education within the broader field of professional
theatre production.  In short, we will approach educational theatre through three mutually constituted questions: How do we teach with and through theatre?  How do we engage young audiences and young
performers?  And how are some educational theatre programs administered in today's theatre culture?  The course will combine discussions and presentations with on-your-feet exercises and short performances.
