CH291   Materials, Color and Light 
This course investigates basic crystal chemistry and the origin of color.  Topics vary within the overarching field of nanotechnology and include spectroscopy, dyes, pigments, paint, complexation chemistry, color spectra, lasers, printing, crystal structure, X-ray diffraction, fuel cells, emulsions, silicon chips and solar cells. Prerequisite: CH211

CH/SPC 291   Debating Great Controversies in Science
This class, which fulfills the speech requirement, uses a role-playing format through using major scientific concepts that shaped specific historical moments, and ask you to hone the thinking, writing, and speaking skills through studying primary documents and engaging in real-time debate."

ED591/591G   Student Affairs in Higher Education
This course introduces the profession of Student Affairs/Higher
Education Administration.  Students will learn about the history of
the profession, principles and values that guide student affairs work,
and the theory that serves as the foundation for educating college
students.  In addition, topics such as changing demographics on
college campuses, current trends, and legal issues will be covered.
Students will have the opportunity to consider a career in student
affairs through exposure to various student affairs offices and
professionals.

GOV291  International Relations Theory
This course is an introduction to international relations theory to help students to become better acquainted with the fundamental theoretical frameworks, and analytical tools used by Political Scientists in order to better understand and grasp the important international political events of the past and present. Armed with this knowledge, students will be able to examine and critically analyze the interactions of international actors, international organizations, institutions and transnational movements on the international stage.  This will in turn offer students a solid understanding of the processes and paradigms, which inform decision making and conduct within the international system. 
Methodologically, this course will explore the theories and approaches to International Relations Theory through both a rationalist/problem-solving perspective that take the international system as fixed or given and from a critical  perspective that argues that the international relations is socially constructed thereby believing transformation of the international system is possible. This class is designed to encourage students to think more deeply and systematically about international issues.

HI291   EYH-History of Slavery in Charleston, South Carolina
Charleston, South Carolina, one of the most historical and beautiful cities in the nation, is well-known for its distinctive Southern architecture. Less well known is that most of these houses and the wealth of their owners was produced by slaves. Students will visit a number of historical sites and museums around Charleston and the surrounding area. Within the city of Charleston students will tour The Old Slave Mart Museum, the site of slave auctions. We will also tour the Rhett/Aiken House, a well preserved example of antebellum wealth and urban slavery. The Avery Institute of African American History and Culture, The South Carolina Historical Society and The Charleston Museum all offer informative exhibits on slavery and African-American life in Charleston.  

Just outside of Charleston students will visit Fort Moultrie National Park, on Sullivan’s Island, the entry point of perhaps 1 million slaves from 1680-1808 and Drayton Hall, a low country plantation. Planters relied heavily on slave labor to function, Drayton Hall turned a considerable profit its owners. We will also tour slave housing/cabins on the McLeod Plantation on James Island. The well preserved dirt-floor cabins are an excellent example of the few surviving wood frame slave houses common in the antebellum South. Lastly, we will sail out to Fort Sumter the place where the Civil War begun in 1861. The fort is a man-made island built by slaves.


HI 291: History of International Human Rights 

The language of international human rights is associated with some of the most critical transformations of the modern era. From the abolitionist movement, to World War II, to African decolonization, human rights rhetoric has infused various political and social movements throughout the world. This class will explore the emergence and spread of human rights ideas, institutions, debates, and activism from historical, philosophical, legal, and cultural perspectives. In this class, we will strive to explore a wide range of contemporary human rights problems from a historical perspective, utilizing sources and scholarship from a variety of different disciplines. 

IT 291 	 Literature and Film Of the Italian Resistance during WWII				
 Lasting from 1943 to 1945, the anti-Fascist Resistance movement in Italy inspired a wealth of important literature and film.  In this course we will examine the historical background of the Resistance period before moving on to analyze selected literary and cinematic texts of this very emblematic period in Italian history. Taught in English translation.




PS 291 EYH- Exploring Early Germanic Psychologies
The fields of experimental psychology and psychiatry have their modern origins in Germany & Austria; these origins will be explored in this course. Topics include the early experimental psychology of Fechner & Wundt at the University of Leipzig which focused almost exclusively on the person’s conscious experience and the response if the more holistic Gestalt psychology of Köhler, Koffka & Wertheimer at the University of Berlin. In parallel, a distinct (from neurology) psychiatry was developing in the hands of Kraepelin (an experimental psychologist and clinician in Leipzig) and Freud (a physician in Vienna).  In addition to the work of these individuals, the scientific and cultural zeitgeist of the era will be explored to bring about an understanding of how these approaches sprung from the fertile ground of the German-speaking world.  The course will include travel to Berlin, Leipzig and Vienna and weekly meetings in the spring semester.  Permission of instructor required.

SPC/CH291   Debating Great Controversies in Science

TH291  Stage Props
