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INTERMEDIATE LEARNING COMMUNITIES
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Most ILC courses are composed of two courses, which must be taken together. Students must enroll in both courses.  After the regular registration period ends, a student may enroll in one of the courses only with the approval of the faculty member teaching the course or if enrollments are under 15 students.

All students who complete an approved Study Abroad program for at least one semester consisting of at least two courses are deemed to have fulfilled their Intermediate Learning Community requirements.

Please note that ILCs change from semester to semester, so a given ILC might not be offered again.  Also note that more ILCs are offered during the spring semester than during the fall semester.  Please plan your schedule accordingly.

ILC Mission:
The mission of the Intermediate Learning Community (ILC) is to provide a common cohort of students with a heightened interdisciplinary learning experience including intellectual engagement and the development of enhanced communication skills.

ILC Goals:
The goals are to expose students to, and involve them in, an interdisciplinary experience of “learning by doing” through the following means:
1. sophisticated writing
2. challenging research 
3. an interdisciplinary project that concludes with a written or oral presentation.

ILC 1 – Contemporary Issues in Arts Management and New York City Literature
This Learning Community brings together the theory and practice inherent in Arts Administration and the themes of contemporary New York City literature.  "Management and the Arts" addresses the central issues facing an arts manager in the current art environment: the various types and structures of arts organizations, financial controls, fundraising, and legal issues. "Discovering Gotham" focuses on the literature of New York City today, especially that representing the concerns of authors and artists living in the city: identity, postmodernism, the effects of 9/11, and the urban environment generally. Taken together, the courses in this ILC will connect students with the contemporary New York art world from both organizational and artistic perspectives.

ILC 5 – Inclusive Methods and Curriculum for Middle Childhood
This learning community integrates the various components of a middle childhood school classroom such as teaching practice, literacy development, curriculum, classroom management, instructional strategies, and the assessment with the techniques of designing Database Management Systems and interfacing them using Programming language, JAVA, for easy but controlled access from the World Wide Web.  In taking both of these courses simultaneously, students will learn to build a Database Management System interfaced to the WWW as part of their middle childhood school interdisciplinary thematic unit.  During the latter part of the semester students will work in a middle childhood level classroom setting during their practicum or field experience.  They will have the opportunity to test out their DBMS with students and evaluate the application and successful use of the DBMS they have created.

ILC 9 - North American Ecologies Past and Present
This intermediate learning community will examine the nature of human environment interactions from both biological and anthropological perspectives. In the anthropology course we will reconstruct Native American cultures and economies from the earliest colonization of North America through the early period of European contact. Throughout the course we will focus on how human cultural, social, and political activities shaped and were shaped by the environment. In the environmental biology course we will examine how Earth’s biological systems function and interact with abiotic ecosystem components like climate and geology, and how ecological services benefit human societies and economies. We will explore the consequences of environmental degradation and relationships between environmental issues and human culture, technology, economics, and politics. The courses included will satisfy the following General Education Requirements: a science, a laboratory experience, a social science, and a diversity course.

ILC 11  – Cross Cultural Business Communication
This one-course, one unit, team-taught ILC  addresses communication skills necessary in any cross cultural business interaction.  In order for business interactions to be successful, it is necessary for the interactants to take into account a myriad of verbal and nonverbal variables.   When culture is a predominant variable, the interactants need to carefully consider the cultural variables that may defining as well as determining the course of the interaction.  This course involves students from two separate locations, interacting throughout the semester.  Students from Wagner College (Staten Island, New York) and students from the Hellenic American University (Athens, Greece), will interact electronically and visually during class sessions throughout the term.  This will result in a synchronous team taught course, whereby students from each institution will observe the professors teaching during the class and will be able to interact with students in each of the course locations.  Each student will be partnered with a student from the other location in order to complete term length projects. Ideally, the course will conclude with students from Athens coming to the Wagner campus to complete the last week of the class.
NOTE: Students must elect to register for the course in EITHER Business or Speech.  Completion of the course satisfies the ILC requirement.  However, completion of the course only satisfies the distribution requirement for the discipline selected, not both disciplines.

ILC 12 - Violence and Aggression
In a one course, one unit, team-taught Intermediate Learning Community, we will explore sociological and psychological theory and research on the topics of violence and aggression as they relate to American diversity. After providing an overview of each field’s perspectives and ways of researching these issues, we will explore specific topics including the influence of media on aggression, violence in the meat industry, relational and physical aggression common in schools and the workplace, and understandings of conflict resolution.
NOTE: Students must elect to register for the course in EITHER Sociology or Psychology.  Completion of the course satisfies the ILC requirement.  However, completion of the course only satisfies the distribution requirement for the discipline selected, not both disciplines.

ILC13- The Cold War 
The conflict between the United States and the Soviet Union from 1945 to 1989 was the defining phenomenon of the age, affecting not only the country’s foreign policy but its politics, society, economy, and culture as well. In this course, students will examine the most important events, ideas, and personalities of the 45 years from the end of World War II to the early years of the first Bush administration. We will address topics such as the origins of the Cold War; the development of atomic and nuclear weapons; McCarthyism; the expansion of the Cold War beyond Europe; the growth of the "imperial presidency," neo-conservatism, and the end of the Cold War. The course will also give detailed attention to the Cold War crises—including the Korean War, the Taiwan Strait, Berlin, Cuba, and Vietnam. Lectures and discussions will focus on a mix of primary documents and influential interpretative texts. 

NOTE: Students must elect to register for the course in _EITHER_ Government or History. Completion of the course satisfies the ILC requirement. However, completion of the course only satisfies the distribution requirement for the discipline selected, not both disciplines.
