Wagner College Theatre Department proudly announces a musical composition competition in celebration of the Stanley Drama Awards.  The winning piece will be performed at the Stanley Drama Awards at the Lamb’s Club, 3 West 51st Street, Manhattan, on April 7th, 2009 and excerpts of the piece may be used on the Stanley Awards website for the following year.

GUIDELINES
· Eligibility

The competition is open to college community members and alumni, regardless of age.

· Instrumentation

Works should be for three instruments or less.  (A piano is available.  The eventual make-up of the ensemble performing at the premiere may depend on the availability of musicians.)

· Duration

The work should not be more than four minutes in duration.

· Style

The work may be in any musical style but must be written out in a common notational system.

· Rules for Submission

Works should be submitted under a pseudonym (score and midi file) with an attached envelope, also labeled with the pseudonym.  The real name and contact information of the constant should be sealed inside the envelope.  (midi file on a floppy disc or travel drive)

· Deadline

Written score with accompanying midi files should be submitted to Mrs. Shirley Bock of the Musical Department, Campus Hall 107, no later than 4 PM on February 15 th, 2009.
· Prize

The winner will be presented with a special certificate and the new work will be premiered at the Stanley Drama Awards at the Lamb’s Club, 3 West 51st Street, Manhattan, on April 7th at 6 PM.

· Conditions

The winner must agree to the use of his/her music by the Stanley Drama Awards on its web site during the year following the premiere of the work.  The work must be newly composed and not have been performed previously.

· Parameters

The panel of judges will judge the works on their musical quality, originality, and their appropriateness to an occasion and ceremony of this type.

· Judges

The panel of judges will include faculty from the Music and Theatre Departments.

· Premiere Performance

Professional musicians will premiere the work and the composer will have the opportunity to attend at least one rehearsal and offer guidance and suggestions.
